 Ex plore the Susquehanna river basin. This is a great place for us to see many of  our 
 feathered friends such as hawks and eagles. We will paddle down rivers such as the 
 Tiou ghnioga and  Otselic Rivers .  Eac h day we will be in a different location. At the 
 end of  our day, we will be staying at a park with running water and bathrooms. We 
 will be sleeping in tents and cooking over stoves and campfires. 

 Canoe the Whitney Wilderness Area - Adirondacks July 26-30

 Hidden in the Adirondack  m ountains this wilderness area was open to the public by 
 a state purchase in 1998 and provides one with a beautiful wilderness experience. We 
 will start our trip with a short portage to Lake Lila. We will have the opportunity to 
 hike up a small mountain, step back in time down the Adirondack train tracks and 
 canoe down streams and ponds. This is a wilderness camping trip where we will be 
 sleeping in tents, filtering water with pumps and cooking over campfires.  (Extra $40 
 for travel and equipment fees.)  Ages 12-16

 Canoe the Floodwood  Po nd loop - Adirondacks August 9-13

 We took this trip last year and it was amazing! Starting at Floodwood Pond we travel 
 down beautiful Fish Creeks and pass through Follensby Clear and Little Square 
 Pond. Bring your fishing poles, hammock and kick back and enjoy a peaceful 
 summer’s day. We will be wilderness camping, paddling to new sites everyday, 
 cooking off  stoves and campfires, sleeping in tents and filtering our water by pump.
